Audit committee reported and recommended finding out if the bank offers overdraft protection 

for any possible overdraft fees we could occur. 

 

Denise made motion  that the “Council approved Lori Peterson to open a GENERAL SAVINGS 

ACCOUNT to which only UNDESIGNATED FUNDS shall be deposited and withdrawn.  The 

authorized signers on this account shall be the same as the other accounts (checking, memorial 

savings, designated savings) currently held at Frandsen Bank. They are Lori Peterson, Financial 

Administrator, and Officers Shahla Brown (President), Gloria Rolstad (Treasurer). The minimum 

required funds shall be transferred from the existing Checking Account to open this new 

GENERAL SAVINGS ACCOUNT with overdraft protection for our CHECKING account that is 

with Frandsen and it shall be titled as such.” Randy seconded. Motion carried. 

 

Gloria made a motion  to accept the treasurer’s report with the changes to the balance sheets that 

were discussed. Denise seconded and motion carried. 

 

Denise made a motion to approve the amended budget for 2026. Gloria seconded and motion 

carried. 

 

Randy made a motion to move $22,000 from the church investments into the new general 

savings account, once opened, to cover the anticipated shortcomings of the budget. Gloria 

seconded. Motion carried.
